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Diversity in Admissions Plan

« For fall 2019 admissions, all district 3 middle schools prioritized students who are
FRL-eligible and lower-performing. Lower performing was determined by:

«  30% based on final 4" grade ELA course grade
«  30% based on final 4" grade math course grade
« 20% based NYS ELA test score
« 20% based NYS math test score
« Based on these weights students were put into the following groups:

 Group A - lowest-performing and FRL-eligible: 10% of seats were prioritized for
students in this group.

« Group B — lower-performing and FRL-eligible: 15% of seats were prioritized for
students in this group

« The remaining 75% of seats were open to all students
