Since our founding, we have served all parts of 
our district and have developed a wonderful reputation for serving District 3 families well. Mott Hall II was also one of the first 

schools to implement team teaching to support Special Education students. Our model focuses on building a rigorous and 
engaging learning environment with ALL children having access. 

Curriculum: 

Mott Hall II uses an accelerated, rigorous, and teacher-designed, curriculum to ensure high levels of learning and 
engagement. As a participant in the Middle School Quality Initiative (MSQI), Mott Hall II places a strong emphasis on literacy 
and reading in all classes. Mott Hall II also believes in project based teaching where scholars apply their learning to create 
projects with real-world relevancy. 

Accelerated Programs: 

All 8th grade scholars at Mott Hall II are expected to graduate with high school credit. Scholars are required to take the Living
